After completing his high school diploma with a focus on 
design and media technology, Vincent began training in the 
program at Bavaria Film, which only accepts 4 out of 400 
applicants.He studied cinematography at the well-known Film-
akademie Baden-Württemberg.

Vincent’s work has been recognized with over 40 awards and 
130 film festival nominations, including at the 
Oscar-accredited LA Shorts International Festival. He was 
nominated at CAMERIMAGE in 2022 and twice shortlisted for 
„Best Cinematography“ at the Clio Awards in 2023 and 2024.
